	Technology Integration/ Resources 
Destiny Discover – Sea animal research collection containing materials from PebbleGo, Capstone Interactive, Sora, Gale Elementary, Britannica School, FactCite, and searches from Destiny Discover.
 

	Instructional Procedures 
1. Intro: ask class if they know any sea animals, have them share out. Take 4 student hands.
2. Read aloud Inky the Octopus
3. Explain research sheet, show where details go and where to cite sources. 
4. Show Discover Collection and physical text set.
5. Model how to find information on a specific animal.
(10 minutes total for intro)
6. Set students to researching, circulate to answer questions, pull small group as necessary.
(15 minutes for research)
7. Have students return to seats and self-evaluate, if there’s time students can draw a picture of their animal.
(5 minutes for self-eval and drawing)
8. Check out books.
